ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION

A good example of the Vernacular style, the house 1is picturesgue with its double

gabled facade and ornataly S-bracketed cornice under the overhanging eaves. The two story
three bay spacious house was originally U shaped, but numerous additions have been tacked

on the rear. -Stains on the front indicate that an earlier Victorian style porch once graced
the house.

HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION

In 1883 the trustees of the Charlottesville Baptist Church (now the First Baptist
Church) purchased the property on the corner of Seventh and East Jefferson Streets from
Samuel Leitch's widow and children who resided in the RedLands Club. Stylistically it
would appear that the parsonage was built shortly thereafter. In 1916, the congregation
chose to sell the parsonage and "reinvest in a more modexrn properxty”, and sold to Annie
Payne (DB 29-13). S. A. Jessup purchased the property from her in 1919 (DB 33-152), and
it is still held by the Jessup family.
