Lane. Thereis a plastic fence surrounding the property, which slopes downhill to the southeast. This property consists of ahouse and a
shed in therear.

Surveyor Assessment:

January 2020: This property was built in 1925 according to the City of Charlottesville Property Records. The house was originally
stuccoed with a concrete-block porch, but the exterior treatment and porch were changed in 2019 (City of Charlottesville GIS Viewer
2020; USGS 2018; USGS 2019). The building first appears on the 1929 Sanborn Map, with multiple outbuildings in the rear of the
property, and no deck (Sanborn Map Company 1929). It appears the same in the 1950 Sanborn Map (Sanborn Map Company 1950).
However, these outbuildings were demolished in 2008 (USGS 2007; USGS 2008).

This property retains excellent integrity of location and setting. The integrity of design, materials, and workmanship have been
compromised by changing the exterior treatments, truncating chimneys, removing outbuildings, and adding the deck. This property
retains excellent integrity of feeling and association. Overall, this property retains good integrity.

This property is recommended as not individually eligible for listing in the NRHP due to alack of historical significance. However, it
islocated in the potential 10th & Page Historic District, which is recommended as potentially eligible for listing in the NRHP. Further
study is recommended to determine if the 10th & Page Historic District is eligible for listing in the NRHP under Criterion A in the
areas of Ethnic Heritage, Community Planning and Development, and Social History, and under Criterion C in the area of
Architecture. This property includes one contributing primary resource and one non-contributing secondary resource.

The
front (northwest) facade has a full-length, one-story, open porch with a hipped roof. The porch roof is supported by square wood columns with
two turned, attached wood columns again the facade. The porch is accessed via a concrete step. Thereis an exterior chimney on the northeast
elevation that is clad in vinyl siding and has been cut off at the roof line. The southwest elevation features a one-story wing with a hipped roof
and atruncated exterior chimney to the northwest clad in vinyl siding. The southeast (rear) elevation features a two-story, shed roof wing, and
one-story wing with a front-gable roof, both clad in vinyl siding.
