Building History: 

This three-bay, one-story, frame house with vinyl siding was built in 2001. The current dwelling has a 

front-facing gabled, asphalt shingle roof. Across the façade is a three-bay, hipped roof porch with a 

concrete pier foundation and lattice screening, rectangular wood posts and rails. There is a rectangular 

louvered vent in the gable and slightly overhanging eaves. The windows are 6/6 vinyl sash. A wood 

picket fence lines the front of the lot and chain-link fences separate the lot from the neighboring 

properties to the north and south. The front of the lot has a concrete walkway from the sidewalk to the 

central entrance. A pre-fab gable shed structure is in the rear yard and there is a partially paved driveway 

in the north side yard.
