alterations the building is compatible with its neighbors on the Corner, and
contributes to the historic district.

ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION

The storefront of this 2-storey, 2-bay store building dates from a major 1960's
remodeling. The formation of a rectangular store room in this trapezoidal building
created a triangular entrance loggia extending across the entire facade behind a
pierced brick screen with openings on the east side elevation and near the west end
of the facade. There is a small display window in the brick wall at the west end of
the facade. A 1986 remodeling replaced the brick screen and the eastern opening
with plate glass and extended the store room into the deeper eastern section of the
loggia. The original metal storefront cornice has survived all of the alterations.
Wall construction is of brick laid in stretcher bond with brick corner quoins. The
walls are painted cream. Second storey windows on the facade and side elevation are
double-sash, 6-over-6 light, arranged in segmental-arched pairs. A deeply projecting
cornice and frieze with large modillions extends across the facade and continues
across the first bay of the side elevation, below the top of the parapet. First
storey windows on the side elevations are very high, segmental arched, 10-1ight
hinged-sash windows at both levels in the rear bay. There are also two doors on the
side elevation. Fenestration on the rear elevation is irregular.

HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION

When J. H. Irving & Harry H. Robinson purchased this entire small block, known as
'the Carter Lot'', in 1922 (City DB 40-241), the deed stated that they were already
conducting a grocery business in a one-storey frame building at the western end of
the lot, on the present site of the College Inn. A smaller frame building on this
site at the eastern end of the lot, occupied at that time by a clearning and pressing
shop, dated back to the late 1800's and was probably the building in which Mr. Carter
began his grocery business before the turn of the century. Also on the lot were a
rather small brick house behind the store and several other frame structures. Tax
records indicate that the new owners probably erected the present building in 1922,
University market was in business on The Corner for over half a century. Mr. lrwing

died c. 1940 and Mr. Robinson in 1958. In the mid 1960's, the market moved across
the side street into the University Drug Store's old location and operated from there



for another decade before going out of business in 1975. The University Book Store
occupied this building from the mid 1960's until it went out of business in 1986
following the sale of the building to the Corner Land Trust by Robinson's heirs in
1983 (DB L44h-24L4, 251, 256, 261, 266). The University Bookstore was the successor to
McKenice's Book Store which was founded c. 1825. It had occupied several other
buildings on the Corner, the most recent being the Student Health Building. At one
time there were rental apartments on the second storey.
